With requirements changing in the world market, it's important now more than ever, that our recycling is as clean
as possible. This not only means making sure materials are empty, clean and dry; but also that only the right
materials are going into the mixed recycling roll cart. Check out the list below of common contaminants found in the
mixed recycle roll cart, with information about why they shouldn’t go in and how to properly dispose of these items.
